David Mwangi and Pastor Waweru have been 
very busy locating all the assistance available to 
these people, purchasing food, and transporting 
displaced families to other family members living 
in safer areas of Kenya.  
 
The schools in Mangu have opened.  To keep life 
as normal as possible for the children, we have 
purchased uniforms and enrolled all the children 
residing at the Home.
